The 
school will not be held responsible for any pocket 
money the child may bring. 

● A labelled Ziploc bag with your child’s name on it for any 
valuable items (phones, iPods, cameras). 

● Any medicine that your child may require (left in a 
labelled Ziploc bag with instructions). 

● Phone charger. 

● NB: Spray deodorants are not allowed. We recommend 
roll on deodorant instead. 

● NB: Hairsprays and GHDs are not allowed on this trip. 

● If your child is taking an iPod with them they may use on 
the bus trip down on the first day and on the bus trip up 
on the last day. 

● If your child wishes to take a camera with them I suggest 
that they take a disposable camera.

NB: The children will be required to hand up their phones/ electronic devices at the start of the bus journey from 
Straffan to Gaoth Dobhair on Monday and Gaoth Dobhair to Straffan on Friday. We understand that it is a long bus 
journey but we would encourage the children to chat to each other during the bus trip.  
 
Children are not permitted to take photos on any electronic device. This is to ensure that the safety of the 
children is not compromised. Due to the importance of child safety, devices will be confiscated for the duration of 
the tour if this rule is not adhered to.  
 
As per our school mobile phone policy, the children may only use their phones at allocated times. Any iPods or 
Kindles etc. will remain in the bean an tí’s house. 
 
If any child wishes to bring a camera they must bring a disposable camera. The teachers will be taking pictures 
during the trip and links to the photos will be made available after the trip.
